To complete the requirements for an IBD Honors Certificate, students who have been admitted as full honors certificate candidates must complete a coherent sequence of six 350-level or higher IBD courses with a  3.5 grade point average or higher.  Two of the six courses are compulsory.  One of these is the elected gateway course. The second is the Business Accounting and Finance course, or its equivalent.  Four elective courses are required. CCT students not participating in the Geneva summer program can only apply two CCT courses toward the IBD certificate.  CCT students participating in the Geneva summer program can petition a third CCT course to apply toward the IBD certificate.  Beyond that, students may choose other IBD electives to complete the certificate.  Approval is required to enroll in MBA or MSFS courses.  Before receiving the IBD Honors Certificate, all candidates must pass a foreign language proficiency test equivalent to the exam.
